Sculpture: Rainbow Ice Creations 

 

Bring the colors of the rainbow to your cold and snowy backyard! 

What you will need: 

Food coloring in colors of your choice 

Water 

Plastic containers in different shapes (such as yogurt or small butter containers) 

Small plastic or paper cups 

Cookie sheet 

 

How to make it: 

Fill cups about ¾ full with tap water. 

Add a few drops of food color to each cup and mix (red in one, blue in another, etc.) 

Place plastic containers on counter. Pour one color into each container, filling about 1/3 full. You may 

choose yellow for one container and red in another, for example. 

Place containers on a level surface in the freezer for about an hour or so, long enough for the liquid to 

harden. 

Next take the containers out of the freezer and pour on another layer with a contrasting color. 

Freeze again and repeat this process until containers are full and frozen solid. 

Remove containers from the freezer and allow to sit at room temperature just long enough to loosen 

them so your sculptures can be removed. 

Layer a cookie sheet with an old towel or two. 

Remove ice sculptures from their containers and place onto towels. 

Place your sculptures outside in the cold to admire daily!

Turn on some music and you are bound to see 

the children in your care begin to move their bodies.  

Children are naturally interested in music and it 

should be included as a part of the early childhood 

curriculum.  Music is very beneficial to a child’s devel-

opment and provides them with a way to express 

themselves creatively.  Physically, children work on 

gross motor development by moving their bodies while 

dancing or doing other musical activities.  Music helps 

children improve their listening skills and expand 

their vocabulary.  Having children clap their hands or 

stomp their feet allows them to practice following 

directions.  Showing children the words to a song as 

they are singing it reinforces concepts of print. 

It is best to have a variety of musical instru-

ments available for the children.  Some instruments 

you may consider include drums, rhythm sticks, bells, 

maracas, and xylophones.  Some instruments can be 

made out of objects found at home.  Turn an empty 

oatmeal container into a new drum or add some rice or 

beans to empty salt shakers to make maracas.  Add 

scarves and bean bags to the music area to promote 

movement.  Label the storage space for each instru-

ment and be sure that the instruments are easily ac-

cessible by the children.   

The TRAILS van has a variety of music re-

sources available for lending.  Resources include CD’s, 

instruments, and movement accessories such as 

scarves.   

TRAILS (Traveling Resource and Information Library System) is a free, mobile lending library available to 
child care providers.

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The Wonder of Nature during the Winter! 
By: Amy Morrow 

 

“To inspire curiosity and enthusiasm for learning, there is no substitute for hands-on, child-initiated inquiry about the 
natural world” Spotlight on Young Children and Nature 2011 

It may be frigid temperatures outside but inside a child care program we know the warmth of fun, 
laughter and learning that takes place each day. During the summer months it is easy for early educators to 
introduce and work with children in our child care programs in learning about the natural world, but how 
do you continue the essential learning about our natural world during the cold winter months when we may 
get less opportunities to explore outside?  

Catch a Falling Snowflake—On a snowy day, chill a sheet of black construction paper in the freezer 
for about 30 minutes. Take the paper and a magnifying glass outdoors. Catch snowflakes on the paper, and 
then have your children examine it with a magnifying glass. Explain that all snowflakes have six sides, yet 
each snowflake is uniquely shaped.  

Make Big Tracks—For this project you will need a piece of heavy cardboard or a couple of foam 
trays, a crayon, some string and a good pair of scissors. On the cardboard or foam trays, have your child 
draw a pair of big feet. Imagine that they are the feet of a bear, an elephant, or even a dinosaur. Cut out the 
shapes. Punch a hole in either side of each “foot” and thread some string through the holes. After the next 
snowfall, tie the big feet onto each child’s feet and let him go outdoors to make tracks. While you are out, be 
sure to look for real animal tracks in the snow. 

Fool Mother Nature—In late winter, invite the children to help you cut some spring-flowering 
branches to bring indoors. Look for branches with lots of buds. Forsythia, dogwood, apple, honeysuckle, and 
pussy willow work well. Crush the cut ends of the branches and place them in a vase of warm water. Be sure 
the branches get lots of sunlight and in two or three days they should bloom. Presto! It’s springtime! 

Bird Feeders -- Feeding birds during the winter months helps them when food is scarce. It also 
gives children the opportunity to observe the winter birds even when the weather isn't ideal for spending 
time outdoors. Commercial bird feeders offer a sturdy option that should last all winter. Another option is to 
make simple bird feeders by placing cereal on a string and hanging it from a tree. A bagel covered with pea-
nut butter or lard and rolled in birdseed offers another simple bird feeder option. Hang the bird feeder in a 
location that allows the children to see it from the window. Continue feeding the birds all winter long be-
cause they will grow to rely on the source of food. 

Nature Hike -- A hike outdoors or even a walk through the neighborhood during winter reveals 
natural signs of the season. Take along a bucket and a camera. The bucket allows children to collect things 
such as pine cones and icicles. Take photos of items that you cannot bring back with you. Melting ice, animal 
tracks and animals looking for food are just a few of the sights you may encounter during the winter nature 
hike. 

Winter Nature Journal -- A journal specifically for winter nature observations provides a way for 
children to record observations about nature during wintertime. Adding photos or hand drawn pictures of-
fers further evidence of their winter explorations. Journal prompts offer additional substance and direction 
to the writing. Topics might include winter animal habits, winter plants, observations of evergreen plants, 
seeds, berries and colors found in nature during winter.

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As some of you are already aware, Wendy Miller is no longer serving as the Infant & Toddler Special-

ist here at the Child Care Resource Center. She has accepted a job with Birth to Three. We are sad to see her go, 

but we are excited for her as her journey begins with Birth to Three. I am now the new Infant & Toddler Spe-

cialist. I have already started in this new endeavor and I love it! I am eager to visit each and every one of you 

and meet your wonderful infants & toddlers.  

 

The first thing I want to do is remind you again of the new crib standard that was released back in De-

cember 2010. All cribs manufactured before July 2011 must be replaced by December 28, 2012. As expected, 

this massive recall has caused cribs to be disassembled and thrown out. As our nation has become more aware 

of recycling and going “green”, I have been attentive to your question; “What can we do with our cribs instead 

of throwing them away?” Here are some creative ways you can turn trash into treasure.  

 

Remove Plexiglas from the end panels and use it for outdoor art projects  

Frame the Plexiglas and use it inside to slide the children’s artwork or family pictures behind it as a display 

Remove mirrored ends and mount it to the wall  

Cut side rails into 12 inch lengths, sand smooth, and use them as rhythm sticks 

Remove side rails and use as a drying rack 

Clean and cover old mattresses with a waterproof cover and crib sheet to use in the cozy area 

Remove side rails to create a gate 

Remove side rails to use as a trellis in a garden 

Mount the side rails to make a wall organizer 

Remove legs and one side and place outdoors to make into a flower bed  

 
Just as a reminder, you must disassemble them in a way that they cannot be re-used as a crib. You can-

not sell or give the cribs away. Be creative, smart, but more importantly be safe as your turn your old cribs into 

a new piece of treasure.

Your Guide to New Crib Standards  

 
Beginning December 28, 2012, any crib provided by child care facilities and family child care 
homes must meet new and improved federal safety standards. The new standards take effect for 
manufacturers, retailers, importers and distributors on June 28, 2011, addressing deadly       
hazards previously seen with traditional drop-side rails, requiring more durable hardware and 
parts and mandating more rigorous testing. 

 What you should knowé 
 
Å This is more than a drop side issue.          
Immobilizing your current crib will not make 
it compliant. 
Å You cannot determine compliance by    
looking at the product. 
Å The new standards apply to all full-size 
and non full-size cribs including wood, 
metal and stackable cribs. 
Å If you purchase a crib prior to the June 28, 
2011 effective date and you are unsure it 
meets the new federal standard, CPSC      
recommends that you verify the crib meets 
the standard by asking for proof.  
 

Ask the manufacturer, retailer, importer or       
distributor to show a Certificate of            
Compliance. The document must:  
Describe the product  
Give name, full mailing address and         
telephone number for importer or domestic 
manufacturer  
Identify the rule for which it complies  

      (16 CFR 1219 or 1220)  
Give name, full mailing address, email       
address and telephone number for the      
records keeper and location of testing lab  
Give date and location of manufacture and 
testing  
The crib must also have a label attached 
with the date of manufacture 

 

What you should doé 
 
Å All child care facilities, family child care 
homes, and places of public                       
accommodation:  

Must prepare to replace their current cribs 
with new, compliant cribs before December 
28, 2012.  
Should not resell, donate or give away a 
crib that does not meet the new crib      
standards. 

Å Dispose of older, noncompliant cribs in a 
manner that the cribs cannot be                 
reassembled and used. 
Å Noncompliant cribs should not be resold 
through online auction sites or donated to 
local thrift stores. CPSC recommends        
disassembling the crib before discarding it.

The Apprenticeship for Child Development Specialist (ACDS) is a four-semester training 
program developed in West Virginia for staff in child care centers, Head Start, preschool, 
school-age care  programs, and public schools. ACDS is based on the U.S. Department of 
Labor's (USDL) apprenticeship model and requires a total of 300 hours of course work and 
3,200 to 4,000 hours of on-the-job experience. It also requires the commitment of the ap-
prentice's employer to provide supervision and support of the apprentice's laboratory work 
and an increase in wages upon successful completion of the training. Graduates receive 
national certification through the USDL. The program’s participants include: Child Care Pro-
viders, Head Start, In-home Providers, Preschool Employees, Public School, Youth Appren-
tices, and Home Visitors.
