Celebrate winter! Warm up those imaginations with a cool winter

‘What you will need:

Light blue construction paper
White copy paper

Brown acrylic craft paint

Glue Stick

Scissors

3 tablespoons of granulated sugar

How to make it:

1- Lay white paper sideways (landscape) and cut the paper in half using
a curvy cut. Place paper across the light blue construction paper.
Use the glue stick to attach it to the bottom third of the blue
paper. Use scissors to trim off any excess white paper.

2- Paint child’s palm and fingers with brown paint Have child spread
out his/her fingers then press palm and fingers down onto the
paper. Wash child’s hand.

3- Use finger to paint on tree trunk under the palm print.

4- Use the glue stick to apply glue to the fingers (branches) and snow
(white paper). Sprinkle all glued areas with sugar. Carefully lift
paper and tap off excess sugar over the sink or a piece of wax pa-
per.

5- Use glue stick to draw dots or small circles onto the blue paper,
sprinkle with sugar again and tap off excess.

Unit blocks are a wonderful resource for
hands-on learning in the early childhood classroom.
The size of each block in the set is based on the unit
block. All other blocks have an exact math connec-
tion to the unit block. This allows children to
discover that two half-units can be combined to form
one unit or that it takes four units to make one quad-
ruple unit. It is a great opportunity to introduce
vocabulary and concepts such as equal to, more,
less, half, twice as much, and so on. They learn
geometry skills by combining two small triangles to
form a square or two larger triangles to form a
rectangle. They learn about balance by stacking the
blocks and sorting skills by dividing the blocks by
size or shape.

Blocks support development in many areas
besides math. Children express their creativity by
designing and building different structures. They
practice their social skills by sharing the space and
materials with other children and respecting the work
of others. Blocks can be combined with materials
from the dramatic play area. Blocks can be used to
build roads or buildings to be used with cars and
play people. Children develop fine motor skills and
hand-eye coordination by handling and lining up the
blocks. They develop gross motor skills by bending
and lifting the blocks and moving through the space
carefully without knocking the blocks over. Children
love to play with blocks and they learn many skills
while they play.

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Using Literacy £ Teach Childrep
about Natural Disasters

Last quarter we conducted trainings on Disaster Preparedness, and we are available to provide technical assistance to
help providers with their plan. Providers will need to educate their children, staff, and families on the steps they will need to take if
a disaster occurs. To support providers when teaching children about disasters, | have compiled some titles of literature that child
care providers could put in their library areas. Books are an excellent way to introduce a topic to children that may be confusing or
scary to them. Through literature, children can connect to the pictures and story while learning from the characters and apply that
knowledge to their own lives. It's important to remember that we do not want to scare children when talking about something as
powerful and real like an earthquake or tornado, but to assure children of how often these disasters are likely to occur in your area.
Check out the books listed below and please feel free to contact me with any books that you know of that are not listed, so | can
share those titles with other providers!

Boy and a Bear, The Children's Relaxation Book by Lori Lite. Introduces 3-to-9 year old children to a relaxation technique
called circular breathing, an effective technique for helping children decrease anxiety levels and manage stress associ-
ated with traumatic incidents.

Tornadoes by Seymour Simon. Ages 4 - 8. How and why tornadoes form, how they behave, how scientists predict and track
them, and what to do to protect yourself.

The Big Flood by Wendy Pfeffer and Vanessa Lubach. Ages 4 - 8. How one community responded when the Mississippi
River flooded in 1993.

Hurricane by David Wiesner. Ages 4 -8. A giant storm is experienced through the child's perspective. How two boys turn their
hurricane-torn backyard into an adventure land.

The Magic School Bus Inside a Hurricane (Magic School Bus Series) by Joanna Cole and Bruce Degen. Ages 4 - 8. A
tropical storm catches the Magic School Bus inside the eye of its hurricane, providing firsthand information on changes
taking place in air, sea and land.

Fire Truck by Peter Sis. Ages 4 - 8. A little boy wakes up one morning to discover he's turned into a fire truck. The book fo-
cuses on his imaginative rescue missions.

Floods (Restless Planet) by Emma Durham and Mark Maslin. Ages 9 -12.

| Know What to Do: A Kid's Guide to Natural Disasters by Bonnie S. Mark, Aviva Layton and Michael Chesworth. Ages 9 -
12.

Inside Access: Natural Disasters: In this virtual tour, guide Dan Quake flies around the world in search of Earth's most dra-
matic natural phenomena. Volcanoes, earthquakes, floods, hurricanes, tornadoes, and tsunamis are observed up close in
this adrenaline-filled look at natural disasters. Expert descriptions of meteorology, climate change, and plate tectonics,
with the help of lift-up flaps and amazing illustrations, take children to the heart of natural disasters and show them what
can be done to prevent future devastation.

The Flood that Came to Grandma’s House By L. Stallone ( Pre-School) This story begins with the first day of rain from hurri-
cane Agnes and pulls the reader through the drama as the citizens sandbag the river but are finally forced to evacuate.
Humorous but realistic illustrations show children exactly what happens inside a house that is filled with water and the
mess left in its wake. It also reassures how natural disasters are handled.

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Dear Child Care Provider,

Do you find yourself in a room that seems much too small and think you
can't work in it. Well, guess what, it can be done. Don't let a small room keep you
from setting up a center-based room. Small rooms invite your creativity and will
require lots of improvisation. For example, in a small room, a filing cabinet drawer
becomes a learning center. Stackable plastic drawers serve as a portable center
that moves from one side of the room to another.

In small rooms it is more important than ever to teach children how to use
the materials available and respect the work and "space” of others. You need to
determine the movement of the children to and from centers and through the
room before you can set it up. To maximize safety, most activities can be on a
wall or on tables against the wall. Below are some possible solutions to help make
your small room more workable.

- Set up centers outside

- Hanging sweater-storage bags make wonderful lightweight shelves
for storing activities

- A hanging travel organizer with a see-through front are great for
storing small activities

- Recycle backpacks and fill each one with center activities and hang
them on the wall

- Don't forget the backside of your doors; they are a great place to
hang posters, interactive charts, and songs

- Tabletop easels collapse easily and store flat

Now that I got your creative wheel spinning, you can see that you can make
it work in a small room. All you need to do is be organized, have a plan, and let
your imagination run wild.

While on a recent TACIT visit in a child care center, I watched a young toddler hold a phone to her ear
and say, “hi-lo, hi-lo.” Her caregiver then stated, “You’re talking on the phone? Hello. Say hello to mommy.”
I thought about all of the phone conversations this child must have witnessed and how she was probably imi-
tating what she had seen. Then I considered the fact that the center sad a play telephone available for the
child to carry out the act. This led me to thinking about dramatic play items that may be available for children
to help them learn through their play.

I turned to All About the ITERS-R by Debby Cryer, Thelma Harms, and Cathy Riley which says
“Dramatic Play is pretending or making believe.” It begins with the infant or toddler imitating something he or
she has seen someone do, or something else such as a cat or dog do. As the toddler becomes older  imitation
becomes more complicated and then they pretend that “toys are the real thing, when they know they really are
not.”

All About the ITERS-R describes that dramatic play also impacts social-emotional development as it
moves from solitary play (pretending all alone) for infants to parallel play (playing side-by-side) for older
toddlers, then to cooperative play (children coordinate roles) as children’s abilities become more
sophisticated.

In addition, the All About the ITERS-R illustrates how materials can enrich play to make it more
meaningful for infants and toddlers. While materials for the youngest children may represent items that they
are familiar with (for example dolls, soft animals, and toy telephones), older toddlers probably need differ-
ent items (such as dress-up clothes, a small kitchen, and play dishes) to expand their play options.

Take a minute and consider your dramatic play materials. Do you need more variety? More infor-
mation, including materials ideas, can be found in the All About the ITERS-R. If you do not own a copy, you
may borrow one from the CCRC office or from the TRAILS van.
